By Taxi

A taxi ride from Central costs about HK$65. Ask the taxi driver to take you to, “Bok Fu Lam, Sa Wan Geng, Wan Dong Cheung.” These are reliable Cantonese instructions.



By Bus
From Central

Route: 10B (Minibus)

Where to catch: Wellington Street outside Tsui Wah Restaurant

Frequency: 25 mins.

Trip duration: 30 mins. to the field

This will take you direct to the field. You’ll see it.

Route 30X (double-decker bus)

Where to catch: Exchange Square bus terminal

Frequency: 20 mins.

Trip duration: 25 mins. to Cyberport

Get off at Cyberport then follow the “Walking from Cyberport” instructions posted below.

Route 40M (double decker bus)

Where to catch: 7-11 convenience store at the base of Lan Kwai Fong

Frequency: 10 mins.

Trip duration: 30 mins. to Queen Mary Hospital.

Get off at Queen Mary Hospital then follow the “Walking from Queen Mary Hospital” instructions posted below.

From Mid-levels
Route 8 (mini-bus)

Where to catch: Anywhere along Caine Road and Bonham Road

Frequency: 10 mins.

Trip duration: 20 mins. to Queen Mary Hospital.

Get off at Queen Mary Hospital then follow the “Walking from Queen Mary Hospital” instructions posted below.

Route 28 (minibus)

Where to catch: Anywhere along Caine Road and Bonham Road

Frequency: 10 mins.

Trip duration: 20 mins. to bottom of Sasson Road.

Get off at the intersection of Sasson Road and Victoria Road, down the hill from Queen Mary Hospital. Follow the “Walking from Queen Mary Hospital” instructions posted below

From Causeway Bay.

Route 10 (minibus)

Where to catch: Corner of Percival St. and Jaffe Road Opposite Sino Plaza

Frequency: 10 mins.

Trip duration: 45 mins. to bottom of Sassoon Road

Get off outside the Stanley Ho Sports Grounds
Route 69X (minibus)

Where to catch: Lockhart Road at the Causeway Plaza Sogo

Frequency: 15 mins.

Trip duration: 35 mins. to Cyberport

Get off at Cyberport then follow the “Walking from Cyberport” instructions posted below.

Route 28 (minibus)

Where to catch: Hoi Ping Road across from Lee gardens

Frequency: 10 mins.

Trip duration: 35 mins. to bottom of Sasson Road.

Get off at the intersection of Sasson Road and Victoria Road, down the hill from Queen Mary Hospital. Follow the “Walking from Queen Mary Hospital” instructions posted below
From Kowloon

Route 970 (double-decker bus)

Where to catch: Jordan MTR station (Nathan Hotel, 348 Nathan Road)

Frequency: 10 mins.

Trip duration: 45 mins. to Cyberport

Get off at Cyberport then follow the “Walking from Cyberport” instructions posted below.

Walking from Queen Mary Hospital
(Approximate time = 10 mins)

1. Cross Pok Fu Lam Road and walk down Sassoon Road

2. When you reach Victoria Road, turn right and keep walking until you see a very long, steep staircase on your left-hand side

3. Go down the staircase (carefully). At the bottom, turn left on Sandy Bay Road and you’ll see the entrance to the University of Hong Kong Stanley Ho Sports Centre.

Walking from Cyberport
(Approximate time = 10 mins)

1. Walk uphill (roughly north) along Cyberport Road

2. Turn left onto Sha Wan Drive and continue downhill until you see the entrance to the University of Hong Kong Stanley Ho Sports Centre on your left



By Car
The University of Hong Kong Stanley Ho Sports Centre, Sandy Bay is on the waterfront on the west of Hong Kong Island in Pokfulam below Queen Mary Hospital. The road running along side the sports grounds is Sha Wan Drive.

From Central you would either:

· Drive up Pokfulam Road and take the right turn down Bisney Road. Then turn right on Victoria Road until you get to the traffic lights before West Island School, where you turn left onto Sandy Bay Road; OR

· Follow the cost to Victoria Road which you join in Kennedy Town. After West Island school turn right at the traffic lights onto Sandy Bay Road

If you plan to drive, then it’s best to park at the Cyberport then walk to the grounds as there is no general parking available at the grounds and you might get a fine if you park on the road near the grounds.

HKU has strongly warned that cars should not be parked on the side of Sha Wan Drive as the police have warned they will be ticketing/towing any such vehicles.
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
