Richard H. Brodhead, Dean              of Yale College, to Speak





Richard H. Brodhead, Dean of Yale College and A. Bartlett Giamatti Professor of English and American Studies, will speak to members and guests of the Yale Association of Western Washington on Thursday, October 17, 2002.  This event will be held in downtown Seattle on the 48th Floor of the Washington Mutual Tower, which is located at 1201 Third Avenue.  The evening will begin with a reception, including appetizers, beer, wine and soda, at 6:30 p.m.  Dean Brodhead will then speak on the topic Terrorism American Style:  Some Notes on John Brown.  Following his presentation, Dean Brodhead will take questions regarding both his talk and Yale in general.  Guests must arrive before 7:00 p.m. because the exterior doors of the building are locked at that time.
